To comply with a specific constitutional, statutory, or judicially imposed requirement that prevents public
disclosures about a particular proceeding or matter;

Before a contract is awarded or bids are opened, to discuss a matter directly related to a negotiating strategy or the
contents of a bid or proposal, if public discussion or disclosure would adversely impact the ability of the public
body to participate in the competitive bidding or proposal process.

To discuss cybersecurity, if the public body determines that public discussion would constitute a risk to (i) security
assessments or deployments relating to information resources technology; (ii) network security information,
including information thatis: 1. related to passwords, personal identification numbers, access codes, encryption,
or other components of the security system of a governmental entity; 2. collected, assembled, or maintained by or
for a governmental entity to prevent, detect, or investigate criminal activity; or 3. related to an assessment, made
by or for a governmental entity or maintained by a governmental entity, of the vulnerability of a network to criminal
activity; or (iii) deployments or implementation of security personnel, critical infrastructure, or security devices.
